Nouns

Komy? Yemy?
Think about your friends and how you interact with them. You call each other, give presents,
help them when they need it... just being a good friend! Well, to talk about all of this, you're
going to need the dative case, the one that tells who is getting all those phone calls, gifts,
and your priceless help. In other words, the dative case is used for

the recipient or the addressee. Linguists also call it the “indirect
object,” but it's easier to grasp with an example:

In fact, the very name of the dative case is connected with the verb partb, and it's not
surprising we use it after such “giving” verbs as gapuTtb - to give a present, 3BoHUTb - to call,
to give a call, nomorarb - to help, to give help, coBétoBartb - to advise, to give advice, and others.

In many cases where English would simply use «I», such as «l am cold», Russian grammar
requires the dative case, especially when talking about emotional and physical states that
are caused by outside factors beyond our conscious control:

To Like

The Russian verb HpaButbca works differently from the English verb ‘to like'. In Russian, the
source of the impression, the thing liked, is the subject in the nominative case, while the per-
son experiencing the impression is the recipient in the dative case. This structure is similar
to saying ‘It pleases me’ rather than | like it/, and it aligns with the construction used in other
European languages like French, German, Italian, and Spanish.
